It is important that forms are completed accurately and information is used appropriately.  OSUAA must provide a paper trail of all awards to Financial Aid if any award should come into question.  All applicable forms must be used.

Varsity student athletes or walk-on athletes may be eligible to receive a club scholarship. Each case must be reviewed by Athletics and Financial Aid Compliance prior to awarding.
The Scholarship Leader should be a graduate of the University and active member of the Alumni Association.  Committee members do not need to be graduates.  The Scholarship Leader and committee members should not be related to the candidates or be family of the named endowment from which awards may be made. Any student information released to the scholarship leader as well as all matters discussed by the committee are confidential.  Confidentiality and fair play are of the utmost responsibility of this committee.  The scholarship leader shall shred all student documents and student information immediately after the 15th day of classes Autumn semester.
